The speakers included Professor Mark Auslander, a
cultural anthropologist and founder of Southern Sudan
Cultural Documentation Center at Brandeis, and also
Panther Alier and Mangok Bol, former “Lost Boys” of the
Sudan. The two of them experienced unimaginable
hardship for many years in their homeland, walking for
thousands of miles, and spending years in a refugee camp
under harsh conditions. From a refugee camp in Kenya
they were settled in the US in 2001. Part of what they feel
compelled to do is to continue to learn and work for the
dream that Dr. King held, which extends to subjugated
people everywhere. Though some parts of King’'s dream
have begun to be realized, there is still more to do.

How fortuitous it is, then, that we don’t have to go far to do
this. On Thursday, March 6, Murray Church is hosting
“Addressing Racism in a Liberal Culture,” an opportunity
for individuals wanting to work on anti-racism/anti-
oppression to network and learn about available resources
It will take place from 7:00-9:00 in the John Murray Room.
Please join us.

The anti-racism conversation has been going on a long
time in our denomination. This will be an opportunity to
review where we are, where we want to be, and how we
can be a part of bringing King's dream a little farther along.

UU SERVICE COMMITTEE UPDATES

UN OFFICIAL SAYS US NEGLECTS

KATRINA AFTERMATH

In mid-January a UN official strongly criticized the current
U.S. administration for insufficient efforts to aid the
thousands of persons in New Orleans dislocated two-and-
a-half years ago by Hurricane Katrina.

Walter Kalin—the UN Secretary General's representative
on human rights—said his mission was to encourage
American officials to abide by a set of UN principles that
specify "you must start with the most needy, you have to
find ways to reconstruct housing that is affordable."
Whether or not you are displaced in a rich or poor
country, he said, "you need to get the help, the assistance
of the authorities, of the communities, to be able to restart
a normal life." Mr. Kalin emphasized that this has not yet
happened.

This fall in their presentation "Back to Katrina" at Murray,
two UUSC officials retold their own gripping experiences
with UUSC JustWorks Camps in New Orleans. More
help is needed. And from March 16-21, a UUSC camp
for teens will take off for New Orleans to help repair and
rebuild this devastated part of our country.

CRISIS IN KENYA
In late January, UUSC officials traveled to Kenya to
assess the humanitarian crisis that has erupted there.

UUSC President and UUSC Program Director Atema
Eclai met with UUSC partners, community members and
leaders to determine what kind of help is needed in this
African country where violence has arisen from an
electoral crisis. Entire neighborhoods and villages have
been burned to the ground. Nearly 600 people have
been killed already. Hundreds of thousands are now
displaced.

"We are living in intense fear, anxiety, and danger,"
according to Mr. Bahahi, one of UUSC's partner leaders.
There are severe shortages of water, food and medicines.

Transportation systems are paralyzed. Because Kenya is
a regional hub for trade and relief supplies, the growing
crisis threatens vital humanitarian work in Uganda,
southern Sudan, and the Congo.
