FROM THE MINISTER

“We are a nation of Christians and Muslims, Jews and Hindus — and
nonbelievers. We are shaped by every language and culture, drawn from
every end of this earth. ...” Barack Obama

Sometimes | think if | hear the word change one more time | will cease to
comprehend what it means. “Change alone is unchanging,” sages and
seers say. It is a profound truth. Yet, sometimes when there is so much
change, you find yourself thinking, “OK, yes, | welcome change, but how
about some relief? How about some continuities? How about something
that endures and sustains? Those moments, for example, that remain,
long after the stream of time has moved on. Those moments that remind
us, in the midst of turmoil and insecurity, that we are part of something
larger.

Many moments on Inauguration Day remain just such an image for
people all over the world. It was such an inclusive celebration for so
many. For atime, a sustained day, it seemed that we could experience
the kind of “new declaration of independence” that the President was
calling for... “A declaration of independence, not just in our nation, but in
our own lives. —independence from ideology and small thinking,
independence from prejudice and bigotry, independence from
selfishness.” There was such a feeling of empowerment. Hope was no
longer hopeless.

On his whistle-stop tour to Washington, in train stations and on
platforms, Obama repeated his hope that “if we could just recognize
ourselves in one another and bring everyone together — Democrats,
Republicans, and Independents, north, south, east and west, black,
white, Latino, Asian, and Native American, gay and straight, disabled
and not — not only would we restore hope and opportunity in places that
yearned for both, but maybe,... we might perfect our union in the
process.” His Inaugural Address acknowledged “our patchwork heritage”
as a strength, not a weakness. Christians, Muslims, Jews and Hindus,
and nonbelievers were all included in that wide embrace. No wonder
faces glowed.

Something | can only describe as radiance, shone among that crowd of
diversity. As newscasters panned around the crowds of people, faces of
all ages reflected a sense that at last there was someone listening, that
heard and cared about what they felt and thought. And that they all
mattered. That “We, the people” matter in shaping what this nation will
become.



There is something enormously energizing about knowing
that you make a difference, and that it matters that your
voice be heard.

Turning to matters closer to home, the Murray Church
Community is going to take part in a time of talking with
one another and listening to one another’s stories, and it
matters that your voice be heard! We’'ll be touching on
the moments that underlie our connection to Murray
Church. Whether you have been here “forever,” or have
just recently arrived, the Appreciative Inquiry Process
needs everyone’s input. It is a way of building upon our
strengths, the passions that people bring to this
community. It is a way that each of us will be part of
shaping what Murray Church becomes.

Janet Richardi, our Moderator,
has organized four different opportunities to participate —
two in the day time — Thursday, Feb. 5 and Saturday,
Feb. 7, 10:00-12:00, and two in the evening — Tuesday,
Feb 3 and Thursday, Feb 5, 7:30-9:30. Other times will be
arranged, if there is need, so that all can be included.

It is not a long process but it is wonderful opportunity to
be a part of a process of discovery, and of getting to know
Murray members and friends in greater depth.

This will be a time of lifting out the threads that are
particular to individuals, that we might also discover the
weaving that connects us to one another. This will shape
our enduring future, and | hope every one will take part.
