FROM THE MINISTER

Youth Sunday is a joyous experience for me each year. It never fails. 
Seeing and listening to all those children and youth, many of whom I 
have known from birth, brings me a sense of great hope and gratitude.

The church year is winding down, but it is not over yet.  
Postsession, the final four weeks of the church year in the 
Religious Education program, is underway.  This past 
Sunday morning, Murray Church children, teens, and 
chaperones enjoyed a nature hike at Oak Knoll Audubon 
Sanctuary in Attleboro (see photo below).  Everyone 
enjoyed the hike and many of the children wanted to 
return with their parents.  Oak Knoll Sanctuary is a 
wonderful, small sanctuary right here in Attleboro.   
 

 
 

During the remaining weeks of Postsession many of our 
activities will take place outdoors.  Please be sure to have 
your children bring along a jacket or sweater and wear 
close- toed shoes to church during these final weeks. 
 
This year, back by popular demand, we will have a pet 
show and animal blessing on Sunday morning, June 8th.

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Over the course of the church year, occasionally a 
children’s snack host is ill or forgets to bring along snack.  
Usually this is spotted right away and we are able to put 
out “emergency rations” on the children’s snack table.  
However, on Youth Sunday, I was in the sanctuary until 
11:30 along with many members of the RE Committee.  
We didn’t learn that there was no children’s snack until 
coffee hour was winding down.  I later learned that Bill 
and Peg Dixon, who were hosting the adult coffee hour, 
generously provided all of the Murray children with the 
snacks that they had brought.  Thank you so much for 
sharing!  By the way, our “emergency rations” include 
juice which is kept in the refrigerators in the kitchen and 
Fellowship Hall and cookies, crackers, or pretzels can be 
found in the RE office.   
 
Our Murray Church Religious Education classes rely on 
an all-volunteer staff of teachers.  Next year’s classes will 
focus on Unitarian Universalism.  This is a great 
opportunity for adults to learn more about our religion 
through teaching.  There are teacher vacancies in most of 
our classes.  In particular, we need teachers for our upper 
elementary and middle school groups.  We especially 
need teachers for next fall’s middle school class.  
Volunteers should enjoy working with children and have 
been associated with Murray Church for at least one year.

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UU SERVICE COMMITTEE UPDATES 
 

COST OF WAR IN IRAQ 
 

This statement was issued by the UU Service Committee 
Civil Liberties Program Manager on April 24th.  Manager 
Wayne Smith, who followed up the statement with an in-
depth conference call to UUSC representatives around 
the country, presented this view of the cost of the war in 
Iraq: 
 

   “UUSC is proud to be part of the growing peace 
movement to end the Iraq war and the abuses it has 
engendered.  By calling for peace, democracy, and the 
rule of law, we seek to rectify the grave harm done in the 
name of the so-called Global War on Terror, of which the 
Iraq war is a leading example. 
 

    Active-duty military personnel, veterans, and their 
families in the U.S have articulated some of the most 
powerful reasons why the war in Iraq is unjust and why 
the fight to maintain our civil liberties is so crucial.  As part 
of our opposition to the war, we lift up their basic human 
right to speak out, petition Congress, and express dissent 
against the war.  Yet, some of these brave individuals, the 
very people who have put their lives on the line in service 
of our country, have had their rights limited by 
government officials. 
 

   To guarantee their right to freedom of speech and 
freedom of assembly, UUSC's Civil Liberties Program 
advocates for and supports two national organizations:  
Appeal for Redress and Veterans for Peace.” 
 
 

WATER AND WAR  
 

Although we keep careful track of the number of 
American soldiers killed in Iraq, the figures for Iraqi 
casualties are much less specific. Most estimates are at 
least in the hundreds of thousands. 
 

What is known more specifically is the number of Iraqis 
who now exist without clean, drinkable water.  Four years 
ago, that percentage was 50 percent.  Today, as a result 
of accelerating devastation, the figure has soared to 70 
percent.  In the last two years alone, over 600 workers  
have been killed attempting to repair damaged water 
treatment systems. 
 

Last year, in 2007, Iraqis saw a devastating outbreak of 
cholera, a disease triggered by contaminated water.  
Experts have determined that this epidemic was the worst 
outbreak of cholera in recorded history.  
 

Between bombings, Veterans for Peace as well as UN 
agencies are hard at work trying to rebuild a handful of 
smashed water treatment systems. 

Without unpolluted water, humans as well as plants and 
animals cannot survive long, even when they manage to 
fend off daily doses of catastrophic bombings. 
 
 

UUSC-UUA FORM CYCLONE RELIEF FUND  
 

Estimates of deaths in Myanmar, formerly Burma, have 
now topped 100,000 as a result of Cyclone Nargis.  Forty 
thousand people are missing, and over a million are 
homeless.  Public health threats of water-borne disease 
are spreading with ominous speed. 
 

UUSC and UUA have joined forces to help provide aid to 
victims of this overwhelming disaster, even greater in 
scope than Katrina. 
 

Efforts to deliver desperately needed supplies have been 
impeded by the ruling military junta, however, some 
emergency materials have gotten entrance into this 
distressed southeast Asian country.

Two UUSC staffers were in Myanmar just before the  
cyclone hit.  Because of ongoing connections with its 
partners in that area, UUSC has been able to purchase 
and deliver emergency goods available in areas, 
including the second largest city, Mandalay, where  
there was no destruction. Although the earthquake in 
China was also horrific, UUSC-UUA has determined not 
to set up a relief fund for now because disaster relief is 
abundant in China. The situation in Myanmar, in contrast, 
is desperate.

NOTES FROM THE 
ANNUAL MEETING  

 

At the Annual Meeting of Murray 
Unitarian Universalist Church 
the members present voted to 
support the Board of Governor’s 
recommendation to change the 
Church’s fiscal year end to June 
30, effective in 2009.  The 

Church’s fiscal year currently runs from May 1st through 
April 30th of each year.  This timeframe does not align as 
smoothly as we might like with church activities as well as 
with denominational affairs.  In order to manage the 
transition months (May and June of 2009) the Finance 
Committee will review a two-month extension of the 
budget just approved at the Annual meeting for the fiscal 
year ending April 30, 2009.  If the two-month extension 
appears feasible, Murray members and friends will be 
asked to extend their fiscal year pledge for an additional 
two months.  For example, a member who had pledged 
$1,200 for the fiscal year ending April 30th, 2009, will be 
asked to extend that pledge for two months for a total of 
$1,400 for the 14 months.  Please look for more about 
this topic in the Fall.
