In response to the uncertainty in the economy she was 
tempted to give an un-graduation speech, suggesting that 
grads lower their expectations … and recognize the 
painful truth that: 
Even in the best of times, your 20s can be rough.   

You’re going to run up against bosses who have 
it in for you. The fault lines in your family will become 
clear in a way they may not have been earlier in your life. 
Friendships you thought would last forever get redefined 
and sometimes erode altogether. Your very youthfulness 
will inspire as much envy as it does admiration. 

And these are not the best of times. 
 
But she thought back, remembering herself as a young 
person, and how much we need dreams and expectations 
as we set off to find our place in the world. And she 
decided against “such cynical musings and stuffy 
admonitions,” and instead passed along the wisdom of a 
friend and fellow writer, Ann Banks: 
 
 “The key to finding a parking spot is to drive to exactly 
where you want to be and only then to start looking for a 
place to park. Your passengers will probably try to 
undermine your confidence in this plan by urging you to 
take the first place you come across – claiming that ‘we 
aren’t going to do better than that.’ Ignore them. You 
need to demonstrate to the Parking Gods that you expect 
to be lucky. In parking, as in life, start by going after 
exactly what you want. Because you never know.” 
 
Prof. Blais revised her speech to read: 
 Despite the realities facing you, I urge you to 
believe in the Parking Gods. Even if you have to live at 
home and work at Planet Fitness to create cash flow, you 
can volunteer to do a newsletter for an organization you 
admire, coach in a sport you might want to write about, 
create programs or videos for a charity event you support 
– something, anything, to stay in the game. Why? 
Because you really do never know.   
 
“In parking, as in life, start by going after exactly what you 
want.” As I look at those children of all ages as they do 
their presentations on Youth Sunday, that is my hope for 
them as well.  It is my hope for my own children as they 
set forth on the next chapters of their lives. It is actually 
my hope of all of us at any age as we “commence” 
anything. Even the prospect of summer time.   
 
To start by going after exactly what you want: relaxing in 
the hammock, reading the stack of books, porch sitting 
with friends, a swim, a hike to a mountain top.  Or, taking 
a class, beginning a new direction … commencement 
with expectation. My hope for all of you is that summer 
will give you some of exactly what you want.  
 
And when we gather on September 13, our little 
containers of water in hand, we’ll share with one another 
what that was. May each one of you have a refreshing 
and safe summer!

Around the world coffee and fellowship come together 
where we share community. A warm pot of coffee is often 
the centerpiece of fellowship hour and other gatherings. 
As one of the most heavily traded commodities in the 
world, coffee is a direct link between our community and 
farming communities in Latin America, Africa and Asia.  
 
Yet the small farmers who grow our coffee often struggle 
just to make a simple living. Most live in rural 
communities in some of the poorest countries in Latin 
America, Africa and Asia. Isolated from markets, they are 
forced to accept low prices. Without affordable credit, 
they become trapped in a cycle of debt. Many lack access 
to adequate housing, healthcare and education.  
 
But there is an 
alternative: Fair 
Trade.  In partnership 
with congregations 
and faith-based 
organizations Equal 
Exchange's Interfaith 
Program is a bridge 
between these 
communities and our 
own.

So begins one of the poems 
of Henry Wadsworth 
Longfellow, a world-
renowned 19th century poet 
and a Unitarian.  Murray 
members and friends are 
invited to join a trip to 
Cambridge on Saturday, 
June 13, for a guided tour of 
Longfellow's home.

house also served as headquarters for General 
George Washington during the Siege of Boston 
in1775.)

Established in 1831, this 
beautifully landscaped, park-like cemetery, 
influenced by Unitarian ideas about death, was the 
first of its kind.
