Every year Youth Sunday is 
memorable. Visions of a “fatted calf” rolling his eyes as the story of the 
Prodigal Son unfolded. And scenes from the search for the Lost 
Commandments, with musical enhancement (thanks to Mary Whelan), 
continue to bring smiles and laughter to my heart.

T’is the season when newspapers and news broadcasts are filled with 
news of graduations --commencements at high schools, colleges and 
universities all over the country.

This year the few 
I’ve heard have been reflections about the unexpected and elusive 
nature of “success.”  
 
Meryl Streep remembered speaking at Barnard’s commencement 27 
years ago. “Back then I knew so much. …But now, I feel like I know 
about 1/16th of what that young woman knew. Things don’t seem as 
certain today.” About success, she reflects on  ”how it separates you 
from your friends, from reality, from proportion… How it makes things 
tough for your family and whether being famous matters one bit in the 
end, in the whole flux of time.”  
 
Anderson Cooper, in remarks at Tulane University, acknowledges that 
today’s graduates are, naturally, worried about the economy, and about 
job prospects. He recalls that when he graduated times were also tough. 
There were hiring freezes at most TV news networks and he tried for

months to get an entry-level job at ABC news, but 
couldn’t get hired.   
 
 “At the time it was crushing. But in retrospect, not getting 
that entry-level job, was the best thing that could have 
happened to me. After months of waiting, I decided if no 
one would give me a chance as a reporter, I should take 
a chance. If no one would give me an opportunity, I would 
have to make my own opportunity. …  The things which 
seem like heartbreaking setbacks, sometimes turn out to 
be lucky breaks.”  
 
It is a helpful insight to remember in times of transition, or 
when the best laid plans go awry; to remember that what 
wasn’t in the plans can sometimes lead toward a deeper 
understanding, a greater authenticity.  
 
At the beginning of the church year a service included our 
Transition Ritual. It is, ostensibly, for our youth. But is 
really for all of us. During the ritual our children receive 
symbolic gifts. There were erasers for children starting 
kindergarten or first grade. And we were reminded that 
everyone makes mistakes; that mistakes can lead to new 
beginnings. Those entering middle school received a 
mirror and a reminder of the importance of keeping in 
touch with yourself, and what is most important. Finally, 
those beginning high school received a compass and a 
reminder that finding ones own way can be a challenge… 
a reminder that sometimes when we lose our way, we 
find unexpected paths. A compass helps you find your 
way home… to family, faith community and to your own 
true self. 
 
This has been a truly amazing year at Murray Church. It 
was a year that called on the creativity and ingenuity of 
many of you. In the absence of program funding you 
made this year a great success…”alive and involved in 
the lives of people that (we) love and the people in the 
wider world who need our help.” Thanks to ALL OF YOU 
for keeping Murray true to itself.    
 
 We are getting ready to transition into the rhythms of 
summer. School will be out, for some a vacation, a family 
reunion, or warm weather weekends in the out of doors. 
Whatever visions dance your imagination… the hammock 
or the hike … it seems a good idea to recall the transition

On the 40th anniversary of Earth Day, UUSC was 
realizing successes in building awareness of environ-
mental justice, thanks to your support. UUSC recently 
signed on to a letter by faith-based and humanitarian 
groups to urge Secretary Clinton to support a visit from 
the U.N. Human Rights Council's Independent Expert on 
the Human Right to Water and Sanitation. On April 13, 
the Paul Simon Water for the World Act (S. 624) was 
unanimously approved by the Senate Foreign Relations 
Committee. The bill, which has significant bipartisan 
support, was introduced by Senate Assistant Majority 
Leader Dick Durbin (D-IL). This legislation -- with its 
companion bill H.R. 2030 in the House of Representa-
tives -- places clean water at the top of the United States' 
development priorities and aims to provide access to 
clean water and sanitation for 100 million people 
throughout the world by 2015.  
 

Public awareness about the vital importance of clean 
water, and the ability of all people to access this precious 
resource, is growing. National Geographic recently 
devoted an entire issue to water. In February, NPR's 
Diane Rehm Show featured a panel discussion on global 
water security. An article printed May 20 in the Boston 
Globe features Environmental Justice Program Manager 
Patricia Jones, reporting on her recent trip to Ecuador, 
which has a constitutionally guaranteed human right to 
water. 
 

Growing awareness and action are steps in the right 
direction. There is much to be hopeful about -- and still 
much more to do. Each UUSC membership strengthens 
UUSC’s ability to promote and defend the human right to 
water. When UUSC staff meet with elected officials, they 
make it known that they represent more than 40,000 
members and supporters around the country who are 
committed to positive social change. Imagine if that 
number was 150,000 -- it starts with you .
