FROM THE MINISTER 
 

“Journeys are the midwives of thought.”    Alain de Botton 
 
The hot, sultry days of summer—the so-called “dog days” of summer— 
have arrived.   Whenever I feel I am wilting in the heat and humidity of 
these days, and ready to blast summer for being so beastly, I think of our 
ancestor, Ralph Waldo Emerson, there, in Concord, in July of 1838. 
 

“In this refulgent summer,” he wrote, ”it has been a luxury to draw the 
breath of life. The grass grows, the buds burst, the meadow is spotted 
with fire and gold in the tint of flowers. The air is full of birds, and sweet 
with the breath of the pine, the balm-of-Gilead, and the new hay. Night 
brings no gloom to the heart with its welcome shade. Through the 
transparent darkness the stars pour their almost spiritual rays. … One 
is constrained to respect the perfection of this world in which our 
senses converse. How wide; how rich; what invitation from every 
property it gives to every faculty of man!” 

 
Emerson doesn’t sound hot and sweaty, and ready to throw in the towel. 
“A luxury to draw the breath of life.” Think of that!  There is a 
spaciousness and a calm center in his almost ecstatic appreciation of 
summer. There is an amplitude and expansiveness that is contagious. 
When I read Emerson, I come back to my senses and embrace the 
deeper sustaining rhythms of nature. 
 
Perhaps especially because this first part of summer has been quite 
busy, I am realizing (again) that the most important goal for me in 
summer is finding, for a short time, a pace and place that encourages the 
kind of largeness of mind we hear in Emerson.    
 
I am about to take a long train trip.  I have chosen to go this way 
intentionally, because it is the slow way, a way that enables and 
encourages reflection. One is compelled to slow down to a train’s pace, 
glimpsing the passing scene as it changes from city to country to prairie 
to mountains.    
 
Alain de Botton, author of “The Art of Travel” captures so well what is 
possible in the course of traveling slow. He writes:  
 

“Journeys are the midwives of thought. Few places are more 
conducive to internal conversations than a moving plane, ship or train. 
There is an almost quaint correlation between what is in front of our 
eyes and the thoughts we are able to have in our heads: large 
thoughts at times requiring large views, new thoughts new places. 
Introspective reflections which are liable to stall are helped along by 
the flow of the landscape.

Of all modes of transport, the train is perhaps the best 
aid to thought: the views have none of the potential 
monotony of those on a ship or plane, they move fast 
enough for us not to get exasperated but slowly enough 
to allow us to identify objects. They offer us brief, 
inspiring glimpses into private domains, letting us see a 
woman at the precise moment when she takes a cup 
from a shelf in her kitchen, then carrying us on to a patio 
where a man is sleeping and then to a park where a 
child is catching a ball thrown by a figure we cannot see.  
 
On a journey across flat country, I think with a rare lack 
of inhibition about the death of my father, about an essay 
I am writing on Stendhal and about a mistrust that has 
arisen between two friends. Every time the mind goes 
blank, having hit on a difficult idea, the flow of my 
consciousness is assisted by the possibility of looking 
out of the window, locking on to an object and following it 
for a few seconds, until a new coil of thought is ready to 
form and can unravel without pressure. 
  
At the end of hours of train-dreaming, we may feel we 
have been returned to ourselves – that is, brought back 
into contact with emotions and ideas of importance to us. 
It is not necessarily at home that we best encounter our 
true selves….” 

 
I hope your summer is offering you some time for what 
you sometimes don’t have time for. And that you are 
finding time for those times of renewal that we all need.  
 
If you have some time, I would like to recommend going 
onto the UUA website (UUA.ORG>Home>Events> 
General Assembly>2008 Events Coverage) to watch 
some of the streaming video from this year’s General 
Assembly in Fort Lauderdale.  In particular I encourage 
you watch the Ware Lecture by Van Jones, which was 
delivered on Saturday, June 28.  It was truly inspirational 
– talking about the possibilities in the intersection of 
economic and environmental justice. 
 
Unitarian Universalists understand life as a journey full of 
change.  I look forward with anticipation to our reunion on 
September 7th, to hearing the stories of your travels, near 
or far, via book, boat, train or plane. Take good care.  And 
don’t forget to bring a little bit of water from wherever you 
go.
