I have re-discovered this summer how there is nothing like a houseguest 
to lead you to get more acquainted with the place in which you live.  It 
takes a visitor, who wants to see the places of interest in your vicinity, to 
get me going to those places I hadn’t quite gotten around to visiting. 
“After all,” I think, “I live here, I could go any time, so what’s the hurry?”  
It took a visitor from England to get me to Concord, Massachusetts.    
 
I have lived around the Boston area for thirteen years.  And I have a 
deep interest in the Transcendentalists and all of the ways their lives and 
ideas affected the evolution of Unitarianism in 19th Century America. 
And though I have walked around Walden Pond in Concord a number of 
times, I have never visited the town of Concord or visited the homes of 
Ralph Waldo Emerson, Henry David Thoreau, Nathaniel Hawthorne, and 
the Alcotts – Bronson and Louisa May.  All of these famous people knew 
one another and were a part of the amazing burst of philosophical, 
religious, social/ ethical and literary new thinking in the first half of the 
19th Century.  And their lives centered around Concord.  When my guest 
arrived and I mentioned various possibilities for “sightseeing,” I was 
delighted that she expressed interest in visiting Concord, seeing the 
homes where these authors lived and Sleepy Hollow Cemetery where 
they are buried.  
 
Concord is full of even earlier history as well. It is the place where, it is 
believed, the opening shots of the Revolutionary War were exchanged at 
the Old North Bridge on April 19, 1775. The “shot heard ‘round the 
world,” that famous line which referred to the beginning of the American 
Revolutionary War, is from the opening stanza of Emerson’s “Concord 
Hymn”(1837) which he wrote for the dedication of a battle monument 
very close to his family's home. 
 
            “By the rude bridge that arched the flood,  

Their flag to April's breeze unfurled;  
Here once the embattled farmers stood,  
And fired the shot heard 'round the world."  
 

The visit to Concord – seeing the tangible details of the spaces and 
places these writers called home, brought this amazing period of history 
to life, so tangibly. Walking over the Old North Bridge. Seeing the desk

where Hawthorne wrote “Moses from an Old Manse” and 
the desk at which Emerson wrote his essay on “Nature.”  
Walking into the room in which Louisa May Alcott 
composed “Little Women,” based on the life of her family 
in that very house.     

I was given such a living sense of that community of 
minds, so alive and engaged in this country following its 
independence from English rule. A sense of this country’s 
history, and of Unitarian history, and of the ways they are 
intertwined, filled with the questioning spirit of 
independence.  

It is indeed easy to overlook what is close at hand. 
Thanks to my houseguest, I did what I’d had in mind to do 
one day when I had time. The guest provided the 
impetus. Thanks be for guests! 

I hope you are having a summer that is offering, despite 
the frequent showers, some opportunities to go away or 
to stay home and read or garden, or to simply enjoy the 
balmier air of summer. “In this refulgent summer, it has 
been a luxury to draw the breath of life,” wrote Emerson 
in 1837. And indeed, rain or shine, it is so.  

I can’t wait to hear about your summer. And to see you 
when we gather in community once again -- water in 
hand, memories in mind -- to begin our new church year 
on Opening Sunday, September 13. I am looking forward 
with anticipation.
