FROM THE MINISTER

“My eyes already touch the sunny hill,

Going far ahead of the road | have begun.

So we are grasped by what we cannot grasp;

It has its inner light, even from a distance —

and changes us, even if we do not reach it,

into something else, which, hardly sensing it, we already are;...”
R.M. Rilke

Seeing is believing, so they say. But then, some say you can't see
something until you believe it. I'm not sure about that. But | am more
and more aware of how much takes place below the surface of things,
unseen, and unknown. How much incalculable deep chemistry is at
work in our lives and among us.

Many of us remember as a child planting a seed in a cup, watering it and
placing it where it would receive light. And waiting. And waiting. And
then suddenly one day something was poking up through the dirt. And
how amazed you were. All the time when you thought nothing was
happening under the soil something was preparing to break through the
surface with new life. It was a first experience of the way some growth
happens, seemingly of its own accord, given the right environment.

Growing religiously is like that too. A lot happens while we aren’t
looking. A lot takes place while we're not, essentially, tending the garden.
We are being changed by our thoughts, and experiences and by the
communities we are part of. When folks talk about “trusting the mystery”
it is often, | think, an acknowledgment that there are changes that are
happening both within and without that we are not in charge of. And itis
an acknowledgment that we have longings in directions that call to us,
even before we can name them.

But there are some changes that one has the joy of actually watching
grow from week to week. And one of these has been taking place in the
Murray Memorial Garden this summer. Through the summer | have a
series of “mental snapshots” of different stages of the amazing
transformation that's been taking place there. (Russet Morrow has the
real snapshots.)

Each time | walked into church | could hardly believe my eyes. (Seeing
is believing, right?) Gradually through the summer, an amazing and
beautiful pathway has been created, step by step. It has been an
enormous amount of dedicated labor -- removing gravel, digging the
earth, carrying and laying out brick, cutting brick to fit, tamping, and



so on. Itis BEAUTIFUL. And such a wonderful gift from
people of this church to the people of this church — past,
present and future. All of those who worked are now,
through blood, sweat (and maybe a few tears) a part of
this garden, and we celebrate and thank them for this
labor of love.

What | especially treasure about my “mental snapshots”
is that they remain an image of what it takes to bring an
idea from its inception — those orange lines drawn on the
gravel in late spring—to its realization, in late summer. A
reminder that it is a step by step process.

To grow requires care and nurturing, and nurturing is a
long haul process. Envisioning change is a long haul
process, which begins with the creative act of imagining
what you want to see. (So, you have to believe it to see
it?). Imagining, seeing, then moving in that direction step
by step. Imagining how you see yourself, your church,
your world, in the future. Believing in it. Moving in its
direction. It is mysterious and real at the same time.

Murray church is a wonderful community in which to
grow. To be nourished in real and mysterious ways. Just
a short time ago we came to church with our individual
flowers as the summer was beginning, creating a
communal bouquet, and taking home a flower other than
the one we’d brought, symbolizing the contributing
importance of each and every person and our exchange
with one another.

On Sunday, September 9" we'll pour together the waters
we've brought “home” to Murray Church, share our
stories of time away, and set off on our new year
together.

I look forward to seeing everyone!

"Nature's Presence" with Nancy Brady
Cunningham and Michael Morin in a Poetry

and Percussion Journey

Nancy Brady Cunningham is a
published poet and author of five
books of ritual: Feeding the Spirit, |
Am Woman by Rite, Tarot
Celebrations, Snow Melting in a
Silver Bowl, and A Book of Women's
Altars. She has been the featured
poet at many Boston venues, and
has performed her poetry at
Boston's First Night 2000 in Big
Night at the Bookhouse, held at the Boston Public Library.

Her international experience includes a reading at Shake-
speare and Company Bookstore, Paris, France, and
another at the Poet's Picnic on the Seine, also in Paris,
arranged by Beat poet Ted Joans. In Greece, Nancy
presented her original perform- ance piece entitled
"Sappho of Lesbos" as part of a workshop at The Institute
for the Study of Myth and Ritual, held on the Isle of
Lesbos in July of 1999. The following September, Nancy
again presented the Sappho piece in Toronto, Canada, to
a Unitarian Universalist Women's group.

Michael Morin has studied
African percussion with
Babatunde Olatunji and Abdoul
Doumbia, and frame drums
with Layne Redmond. He has
also done numerous marimba
workshops with Michelle
Kaminsky.

Mike is a member of Treelyne,

other percussion instruments with the Subtle Dudes, an
acoustic trio, the Rose Wharf Band, a five piece electric

group.

As for his spoken word projects, he provides a wide
variety of percussion for the lyanu theatre troupe, which
also includes Nancy Brady Cunningham.

Memorial Garden Path

Previous articles have described the history of the
Memorial Garden so | won't go down that path! However,
from inception of the Memorial Garden the MG Committee
recognized that the loose pea stone that makes up the
walking areas of the garden created a more difficult or less
stable walking surface for those needing any walking aids.
The Memorial Garden Committee has long been wrestling
with the problem — the issue blocking the “path” always
being - what else, “money.”

About 5 years ago, Mary Whelan, as chair of the MG
committee, collected estimates to have a brick path
professionally constructed. At that time the estimates were
about $4,000 — out of reach of the committee. You can
imagine what the estimate would be today.

As the next chair of the committee, Tom Lamonte wrestled
with the same issue. The funds for the Memorial Garden
just couldn’t cover what it would cost for installation of a path
wide enough for a wheel chair while keeping the sacred
atmosphere of the outdoor sanctuary. And one of the goals
has always been to keep charges for interment of ashes in
the MG as low as possible, raising the fee only when needed
to cover the increased costs of maintaining the garden.

In 2003-2004 | was the D&D “liaison to the MG
Committee,” responsible for attending/reporting back to the
D&D'’s on the Memorial Garden. When | reported the path
issue to the D&Ds, they committed to help fund part of the
monies needed for a new path by using a portion of the
Memorial Gift Fund. It took a little more time to find the rest
of the money, but with a number of folks donating toward the
new stone monument, we were able to reallocate some
funds toward the path. In addition, by having volunteers
construct the path (after 2 volunteers attended an all day
course designed for contractors building professional
installations using Pavestone products), we were able to
make this long awaited event happen over the summer of
2007!

The scariest part was taking a leap of faith and trusting in
our congregation - that volunteers would show up to build



the walkway. We made an announcement in church and
sent out letters asking for help. A lot of folks called and said
they’d keep us in their thoughts and hearts while they were
away on vacation...l was more than a little concerned...but
people came — 8 nights in a row to begin with and then 2
evenings during the work week and Saturday and Sundays
for 4-6 hours for much of July and August. | never knew how
many people or just who would arrive each “work” evening.

For those that came, it's
been a fun, hard, frustrating
and fulfilling experience.
Also, a weight loss aid. First
we stripped off and hauled
out perhaps 10 cubic yards
of pea stone (gravel) and
dug out approximately
another 7 yards of sandy soil
leaving the outline of a
pathway 8” to 10” deep.

Second, we used a rented a “plate-tamper” to run over the

soil in the ditch. We mixed sand, what we had removed plus

some we purchased, with some of the pea stone to refill 3" of

the trench, tamped again, mixed more sand and gravel for

another 3", and tamped again. We then carefully added

another 1 %2” of sand which we leveled using long 2X4s.

Then came the “easy” part — laying the pavers. The three

circles came first — it

was pretty exciting to

begin to see the dream

we envisioned become

areality. Next came

the curving paths

connecting the circles.

Thank heavens our

group of volunteers

included a couple of

engineers, and that

everyone was

dedicated to doing a professional job that will last a lifetime

and more. We wanted to get it right and we removed

numerous rows of pavers and restarted the process 3 times

before being satisfied that we had the right pattern and “feel”

to the path.
Finally the new stone
monument will be
placed in the garden
this week. It's all
coming together in
time for the first
service in
September. During
the service, we'd like
to dedicate the path
as part of the Murray
Church Memorial
Garden and
recognize those who
helped make this
endeavor possible.
Please plan on
joining us for this
special time.
