FROM THE MINISTER 
 

“Church is a place where you get to practice what it means to be 
human.”       James Luther Adams 
 
 
There are times and places where we understand what it is to be outside 
our familiar sphere – to feel a bit like a foreigner, even when we haven’t 
left the country. Travel can sometimes put one in touch with that sense. 
And it is such a wake-up call to realize anew the accretion of habits, 
thoughts and emotions that quietly shape one’s more accustomed 
consciousness. Travel can wake you up to the astounding “otherness” of 
other people and places, and the unconscious assumptions one has.   
 
The latter part of the summer took me on a long train trip on which I 
passed through small towns and huge cities, crossed over rivers wide 
and small, chugged through long stretches of prairie and climbed into the 
mountains. Such amazing diversity of landscape! And such diversity of 
travel companions – these strangers who are also on a journey.  
 
Crossing this country I have talked with so many people. For a while I sat 
next to a young girl from Florida, going to Montana to be part of a dig up 
near the Canadian border. Then there was a philosophy teacher, 
planning out her syllabus for the fall. There were foreigners seeing 
America for the first time. There was a young man who teaches English 
in Korea, coming home to participate in a memorial bike ride and to help 
take care of his father. There were grandpas and grandmas with their 
grandchildren on a special trip. The train is an amazing, ever-changing 
human gathering of folks leaving or returning home. All of us together 
form temporary communities in motion, for brief fragments of time.  
 
And this experience has made me think a lot about the meanings of 
religious community and of home.    
 
Something else has contributed to my reflections. The first Sunday I was 
away was the Sunday when the terrible violence occurred in our 
Knoxville, Tennessee congregation. So many churches and individuals 
across this country felt the impact of that incident and responded with 
messages of concern and offers of help. In its aftermath I was freshly 
aware of the profound value of sustained and sustaining community (un-
like those temporary travel communities). I thought about the ways our 
Murray community is woven and deepened as we share joys, sorrows 
and challenges. I was reminded of how we can be strengthened and 
renewed by one another’s presence in congregational community.

On the Sunday following this tragic event, far from Murray 
when I needed to join into community with other UUs, I 
sought out the nearest UU congregation. There the lay 
leaders created a space for acknowledging pain and 
confusion and for finding again a sense of hope.   
 
I thought about the Murray community and, though I 
couldn’t be there, I was glad to know that Religious 
Services was incorporating such a time into the service at 
Murray that day as well. What a precious place this is - 
this church where we can find both roots and wings, and 
where we are privileged to share our lives with others in 
the spirit of love.  
 
Our Murray Community will soon be re-gathering and I 
am so glad! I hope your summer has been full of some of 
what you were hoping to have time for. I can’t wait to hear 
about it.  
 
I am truly looking forward to beginning our year together 
on Sunday, September 7, when we’ll mix together the 
waters from our journeys. We’ll mix them together with 
our hopes and dreams for one another and for Murray 
Church. A new year of programming for children, teens, 
and adults.

FROM THE RELIGIOUS 
EDUCATION DIRECTOR

In just a couple of weeks we will begin a new church year.  
A large group of young people will be returning to our 
Religious Education program.  It takes many adults to 
guide our children and teens each church year.  We still 
need at least four teachers.  The need is especially great 
in the first-second grade class and the middle school 
class.  All of our classes will focus on Unitarian 
Universalism this fall.  Most classes will be using the 
wonderful UU curriculum, We Believe.  Are you ready to 
roll up your sleeves and teach this autumn? 
 
Parents and guardians should be aware that we may be 
shifting classes and classrooms a bit during the first few 
weeks of church in order to accommodate our children 
and their needs.  While we try to anticipate enrollment in 
our program there are always a few surprises.  Parents of 
children in second grade and below are reminded that 
they must pick up their children right after church ends 
each Sunday morning.  During coffee hour parents are 
responsible for the supervision of their children. Everyone 
is reminded that all of our teachers are volunteers and 
they appreciate parents and children helping them clean-
up after Sunday school ends.  
 
Our young people in preschool through eighth grade 
begin each Sunday in the sanctuary with their families 
and the church community.  After dismissal from the 
sanctuary, the children go to the Unity Room for Youth 
Worship followed by Sunday school in their assigned 
classrooms.  Parents and guardians are always welcome 
in both Youth Worship and our classrooms.  If you have a 
young child who needs a little help getting settled in 
during the opening weeks of the church year, please feel 
free to accompany them to class.    
 
Every child and teen participating in any of our 
programs must be registered.   On Sunday morning, 
September 7th, registration will take place in the Unity 
Room during coffee hour.  Just look for the table with the 
balloons.  This year, we will again charging a small fee for 
children and teens participating in our Religious 
Education program.  The fee will be reduced or waived for 
any family who is unable to pay the full amount.  
Religious Education will be operating on a reduced 
budget during the upcoming church year.  Donations of 
arts and crafts supplies will be greatly appreciate d.  
Please check the bulletin board outside the RE office to 
select an item that you would be willing to donate to the 
RE program. 
 
The Autumn Orientation and Get-Together will take 
place on Wednesday evening, September 10 th in the 
John Murray Room from seven to nine o’clock.   All 
teachers and youth advisers should plan to attend.  Light 
refreshments will be served. 
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We will need parents and other adults to volunteer to 
serve children’s snack this fall.  We also need adu lts 
to serve as the Religious Education Sunday Assistan t 
(RESA).  This is a one Sunday commitment.  The RESA 
is an adult who assists the Director of Religious 
Education and the teachers on Sunday mornings.  A sign-
up sheet and instructions for both the snack provider and 
the RESA are located on the children’s snack table during 
coffee hour.  
 
The teen book group will kick off the year on 
Thursday, September 11 th  from 7 to 8:30 p.m. in the 
Unity Room.  The teens will be discussing To Kill a 
Mockingbird by Harper Lee.  The group is geared towards 
young people thirteen and older.  Parents and guardians 
are advised that the group often reads and discusses 
books with mature themes.  The first session of the 
Philosophers’ Café, a discussion group for high 
school aged youth, will take place on Thursday 
evening, September 18 th from 7 to 8:30 in the Youth 
Group Room (AKA the Purple Chat Room).  There is no 
cost to attend either the teen book group or Philosophers’ 
Café, but young people take turns bringing snacks and 
are responsible for clean-up.  Due to a scheduling 
conflict, the monthly teen movie nights will not begin until 
January. 
 
Each Sunday morning, during Youth Worship, the 
children participate in their own offertory.   Children 
are encouraged to give an offering to help them better 
understand the idea of stewardship.  At the end of the 
church year, the children decide on how the offering will 
be spent.  Parents should be aware that this offering is 
separate from any offering that they may wish to give to 
Murray Church.

Important Notice from 
Equal Exchange to Our 
Interfaith Customers:  

Due to higher organic coffee and 
cocoa prices and other rising 
costs, Equal Exchange needs to 
increase coffee, chocolate and 
cocoa prices.  
 
Why is Equal Exchange Raising Prices? 
 
Higher Prices for Farmer Co-operatives  
We should all be proud of having created a new and 
expanding market for fairly traded organic coffee and 
cocoa beans. At times demand outstrips supply. This 
increasing demand, coupled with speculators moving 
their money from stocks and banking to commodities, 
causes higher prices. Currently Equal Exchange is paying 
well above the commodities market and Fair Trade 
minimum prices for most of our coffee.  
 
While higher prices can benefit farmers in the short run, 
they can also threaten the stability of their co-operatives. 
In high markets, local middlemen with ready cash can 
offer farmers relatively high prices on the spot. Most co-
ops, on the other hand, while ultimately paying a better 
price, usually must wait until they have sold the season’s 

harvest to make full payment. For farmers living on the 
margin, immediate cash sometimes trumps long-term 
interest. Coffee or cocoa then “leaks” out of the system, 
challenging a co-op’s ability to honor existing 
commitments to buyers. Over the years some of the 
largest coffee and chocolate conglomerates have used 
this strategy to try to break up strong co-operatives 
around the world. This is where pre-harvest financing, 
which enables co-operatives to pay their members up 
front, is critical. Equal Exchange is proud to facilitate 
millions of dollars in pre-harvest financing each year. 
 
Increased Fuel Costs  
We all fee the rising cost of fuel, from filling the gas tank 
to buying a loaf of bread. Equal Exchange is experiencing 
the same challenge, from shipping coffee, tea and cocoa 
to the U.S., to delivering finished product to stores and 
customers.  
 
Falling U.S. Dollar  
As we hear in the news, the value of the U.S. dollar has 
fallen dramatically against most foreign currencies. 
Coffee and cocoa are traded in U.S. dollars, so our 
farmer partners urgently need higher prices to cover 
costs. And as our cocoa and chocolate are manufactured 
in Canada and Switzerland, respectively, the U.S. dollar 
pays for less than in years past.  
 
What about the future?  
We hope this will be the only price increase for some 
time, but if the market continues to rise, we may need to 
raise prices again. We thank you for your understanding 
and continued support. 
 
What about Murray? 
Since November of last year, the Coffee Projects has 
contributed profits of $100 from the Holiday Fair, and an 
average of $50 per month to Murray Church. 
 
In order to maintain a similar profit margin, prices here will 
rise slightly as follows: 
 

Regular Coffee:  $8.50 
Decaf Coffee:  $9.50 
Chocolate Bars:  $3.50 
Spicy & Hot Cocoa:  $7.00

BOTTLED WATER TAKES THE STAND  
 

Last year, Americans spent $16.7 billion to buy bottled 
water. Nearly 2.7 million tons of plastic are used 
worldwide to bottle water each year, reports the Earth 
Policy Institute.  And 90% of those bottles end up in 
landfills. 
  

Funny thing is that tap water right out of our faucets is 
more strictly controlled by the Environmental Protection 
Agency than is bottled water, which is overseen by the 
Food and Drug Administration. The Attorney General of 
California says, "It takes massive quantities of oil to 
produce plastic water bottles and to ship them in diesel 
trucks across the U.S." The AG recently threatened to 
sue the Swiss water company, Nestle, for its plan to 
expand a bottled water plant in McCloud, California. 
  

A 50-year contract with the town now permits the 
corporation to draw 520 million gallons of spring water 
each year and also pump unlimited amounts of 
groundwater. Nestle has agreed to scale down expansion 
plans. Water in California is like liquid gold. And whether 
corporations or the community itself have control over 
water supplies is the central question. 
 

More attempts to privatize water are on their way.  And 
small towns in Massachusetts such as Clinton and 
Montague have fought off efforts by Nestle to extract and 
export water. Clinton, for example, rejected the 
corporation's bid to take a quarter-million gallons of spring 
water each day. The water is some of the cleanest water 
in the state. 
 

Groups resisting privatization and disappearance of their 
water supplies better be on the alert!
