FROM THE MINISTER

“Every transition begins with an ending.” William Bridges

Someone once said that all of life is transition, that we’re always on the
way to some other state of mind or stage of life. “Change alone is
unchanging,” wrote the Greek philosopher, Heracleitus, in the 6" century
B.C.E.

There are particular times of year when we may be more aware of
transition as a continuous process in our lives. Like when we arrive at
these late August days. There’s still some summer left; Labor Day hasn’t
arrived yet. The heat is still with us. In fact it's more summery now than it
was earlier. Still, fall is clearly just around the corner. Schools are
beginning again, students are leaving for college, dance programs and
sports programs are starting, book groups that took a hiatus over
summer are resuming. And so it goes. There is no doubt a new season
is well on its way, and we are in transition.

For those who had wonderful summers there may some reluctance to
say goodbye to these lazy, hazy days. There may be much you want to
hold onto -- a freer sense of time, perhaps, the trips, the time with family,
the less scheduled life.

FROM THE RELIGIOUS
EDUCATION DIRECTOR

In just a few weeks we will begin a new church year. A
large group of young people will be returning to our
Religious Education program. It takes many adults to
guide our children and teens each church year. We still
need preschool class and the elementary classes (first to
fourth grades). Children in first grade through middle
school will be learning about our Christian and Jewish
roots during the upcoming church year. All families with
children in the Religious Education program, except for
newcomers, should volunteer to teach or assist in the RE
program during the course of the church year.

This year the nursery will be staffed completely by
volunteers. Diane Beauvais and Vanessa Wehmeyer
have volunteered to provide nursery care one Sunday a
month. We will need other parents and teens to
volunteer. We need two volunteers each Sunday. At
least one volunteer must have been associated with
Murray Church for a minimum of one year.

Our Whole Lives (OWL) will begin in October. OWL is
an award winning sex education program developed by
the Unitarian Universalist Association and the United
Church of Christ. The program we offer is for young
people who will be entering seventh through ninth grades.
Young people who will be attending OWL beginning in
October are encouraged to begin the church year by
participating in the middle school class (seventh and
eighth graders) or the Youth Group (ninth graders).

Parents and guardians should be aware that we may be
shifting classes and classrooms a bit during the first few
weeks of church in order to accommodate our children
and their needs. While we try to anticipate enrollment in
our program, there are always a few surprises. Parents
of children in second grade and below are reminded that
they must pick up their children right after church ends
each Sunday morning. During coffee hour parents are
responsible for the supervision of their children. Everyone
is reminded that all of our teachers are volunteers and
they appreciate parents and children helping them clean-
up after Sunday school ends.

Our young people in preschool through eighth grade
begin each Sunday in the sanctuary with their families
and the church community. After dismissal from the
sanctuary, the children go to the Unity Room for Youth
Worship followed by Sunday school in their assigned
classrooms. Parents and guardians are always
welcome in both Youth Worship and our classrooms.

If you have a young child who needs a little help getting
settled in during the opening weeks of the church year,
please feel free to accompany them to class.



Every child and teen participating in any of our

programs must be registered.  On Sunday morning,
September 13", registration will take place in the Unity
Room during coffee hour. This year, we will again charge
a small fee for children and teens participating in our
Religious Education program. The fee will be reduced or
waived for any family who is unable to pay the full
amount. Religious Education will be operating without
funding during the upcoming church year. Donations of
arts and crafts supplies will be greatly appreciated. We
have plenty of crayons and a number of other supplies.
Please check the bulletin board outside the RE office to
select an item that you would be willing to donate to the
RE program.

The Autumn Orientation and Get-Together  will take
place on Wednesday evening, September 16" in the
Unity Room from 7-9 PM. All teachers and youth advisers
should plan to attend. Light refreshments will be served.

We will need parents and other adults to volunteer to
serve children’s snack this fall. We also need adults to
serve as the Religious Education Sunday Assistant
(RESA). This is a one Sunday commitment. The RESA
is an adult who assists the Director of Religious Educa-
tion and the teachers on Sunday mornings. A sign-up
sheet and instructions for both the snack provider and the
RESA are located on the children’s snack table during
coffee hour.

The Teen Book Group will kick off the year on Thursday,
September 10" from 7 to 8:30 p.m. in the Unity Room.
The teens will be discussing Twilight by Stephenie Meyer.
In October, the teen book group will be reading and
discussing The Da Vinci Code by Dan Brown. The group
is geared towards young people thirteen and older.
Parents and guardians are advised that the group often
reads and discusses books with mature themes. The first
session of the Philosophers’ Café, a discussion group
for high school aged youth, will take place on Thursday
evening, September 17" from 7 to 8:30 in the Youth
Group Room (AKA the Purple Chat Room). The Teen
Movie Night will take place on Thursday, September 24"
beginning at 6:30 p.m. in the Unity Room. We will be
watching the movie, Twilight. This year, we will be
charging 50 cents for soda or bottled water and 5 dollars
for pizza and soda during the Teen Movie Night. Partici-
pants also take turns bringing snacks to the teen events.

Each Sunday morning, during Youth Worship, the
children participate in their own offertory. Children
are encouraged to give an offering to help them better
understand the idea of stewardship. At the end of the
church year, the children decide on how the offering will
be spent. Parents should be aware that this offering is
separate from any offering that they may wish to give to
Murray Church.
