FROM THE MINISTER 
 

November is the month when Thanksgiving occurs.  But already, in 
October, bags of stuffing appear in the grocery stores, amidst the 
Halloween candy and costumes, ready to take over the aisles with the 
next holiday in line.  I used to think, “Why can’t they wait until one holiday 
is over, before bringing on the next?”  But now, it seems that this 
seasonal mix in the stores, is a lot like our weather (and our lives). Not a 
straight line from one season to the next, with distinct endings and 
beginnings, but more of dance back and forth between the end of 
summer, full-fledged fall, and hints of winter ahead.  Nothing clear-cut 
here! 
 
I am thinking about how it is actually good to have a whole month during 
which to get into the spirit of giving and thanks giving. We have our 
wonderful Holiday Fair, which gets the spirit started. The whole Murray 
community turns out to lend a hand, to give an hour or two, or thirty-two. 
The Chairs and Room Chairs go above and beyond. We get to see some 
people we see only at this time of year.  The halls fill up with Murray 
members, friends and visitors. And there is something magical that 
happens that prepares the way for that movement into the Holiday 
Season of giving, and thanks giving. 
 
I like the idea that the weeks before Thanksgiving Day can be time to 
prepare the spirit for thanks-giving.

That seems to me to be a piece of essential wisdom that should never be 
lost. … 
Life without a lot of Freds of our lives would be heaven, or so at least it 
appears at first light.  A lingering Nebraska winter is a kind of Fred, but 
life without winter is not really what I want. Life without conflict or 
unhappiness has certain appeals, but ever since we were expelled from 
Eden it has been thus, and who can imagine a worthwhile life without 
them? 
 
Life without pain of loss would be heaven, but I’m afraid it is not what any 
of us would take. I think we really don’t want heaven. What we want is

COFFEE AND JUSTICE 
 

The coffee we drink at coffee hour is 
Fair Trade Certified from a West 
Bridgewater company called Equal 
Exchange. This organization was 
founded in 1986, and 100% of their 
coffee, tea and cocoa products are 
purchased in accordance with Fair 
Trade standards. That means that 

farmers are guaranteed a fair price, and worker-owners 
receive a fair share of pay and benefits. 
 
In the conventional coffee trade, there may be as many 
as 7 middlemen between the farmer and the consumer. 
With Fair Trade, only a farmer cooperative and Equal 
Exchange are between the farmer and the consumer. 
Equal Exchange ensures; the support of small farmers, 
direct and long-term relationships, a fair price for farmers’ 
labors, affordable credit, environmental stewardship, 
community empowerment, and development assistance. 
 

In the Equal Exchange Interfaith program, 
nearly 50% of U.U. congregations 
participate. Equal Exchange contributes 
approximately twenty cents per pound to 
the UUSC for all coffee, tea and cocoa 
bought by congregations. So far, that has 
added up to almost $18,000. From that 
money, a portion goes to the Small Farmer 
Fund to directly help small farmers and 
their communities. As you can see, not 

only are we helping small farmers, we are also helping 
ourselves—and enjoying it! 
 
Equal Exchange products can be used for fundraising 
here as well. You’ll be hearing more about that in the 
coming weeks. See you at coffee hour!

On Thursday’s Dawn Casstevens, in her 
capacity as Office Administrator, has volunteered to cover 
and distribute food bags. On Monday’s we will need 
volunteers to come forth and provide coverage and Janet 
will be coordinating that process. We NEED volunteers to 
cover the Mondays in November and December of 2007, 
plus the Mondays in 2008. It would be great to have four 
to six volunteers who could share the Mondays. If you 
can do one or more of the Mondays, please let Janet 
know.
